A Team being unable to supply a home venue for whatever reason (frost, snow, waterlogged etc) SHALL offer their 
opponents the opportunity to play the game at their opponent’s ground on that day if the kick off time can be arranged 
within 1 hours of the original set by the Team whose pitch is unavailable. Any fixture not taking place in these 
circumstances shall be reviewed by the Management Committee who shall have the power to inflict a fine and/or award 
the points or otherwise deal with the matter at their discretion. Circumstances such as travelling distances and kick off 
times shall all be taken into account when the Management Committee makes their decision.

In the event of a match not being played or abandoned owing to causes over which neither Team has control, it shall be 
played in its entirety on a date to be mutually agreed by the two Teams and approved by the Management Committee. 
Failing such agreement and notification to the Divisional Secretary within three (3) days of the original match the 
Management Committee shall have power to order the match to be played on a named date or on or before a given date. 
U12 to U18 Managers who wish to claim a divisional match must do so withing three (3) days of the match in writing to 
their Div Sec, explaining the reason under which they are claiming the match .

U11, U12, U14, U15, U16, U17, U18
Are structured into  Divisions from Sep-May

U12s and U14s to U18s - Policy on the team application to move down divisions after the start of the season
1.     Teams shall only move divisions in January, after 11th week fixture.
2.     Teams shall only be moved if there is an available slot in the division one below their division.
3.     Results from Sep to Dec shall be removed from system.
4.     Teams changing division shall play each team in their new division once before the end of the season.
5.     Teams can also apply to move up Divisions, if space is available, again teams moving up divisions
         shall play each team in their new division once before the end of the season.

U13
Are structured into Sections/Divisions which are organised in 2 parts
  1 - Sep-Dec (Sections) and
  2 - Jan-May (Divisions) [U13 Teams are re-streamed based on Sep-Dec results]

U11 to U18
The EBFA policy for the size of a U11s to U21s section/division is a minimum of 10 teams with 
12 teams maximum – all subject to applications in each age group.

After the AGM, the EBFA Management Committee is authorised to accept late applications 
if space is available in the age group.

U11
Are structured into Sections which are organised in 2 parts
  1 - Sep-Dec (Sections) and
  2 - Jan-May (Sections) [U11 Teams are re-streamed based on Sep-Dec results]
No results or tables are published by league or clubs/teams for U7s to U11s.

Over Easter School Holiday weekends- teams can play matches if both teams and Div Secretary agree to fixtures on these 3 
weekends

Divisional Secretary can schedule any EBFA match on a League, TE or delayed fixture date, providing five (5) days notice of 
the match. The League can only schedule matches on Saturdays. Teams can agree to play on non-Saturday dates - once 
both Managers have agreed this fixture with the Div Sec then the fixture becomes an official fixture on GotFootball and all 
EBFA rules apply. At U12 to U18, Divisional Secretary give scheduling and re-scheduling priority to fixtures that affect teams 
who are challenging for the championship and runners up positions.
